Terminologies mapped to the ICNP


NANDA – but not validated or officially acknowledged by NANDA. 
CCC problems - to be available soon
PNDS – a type of catalogue – to be validated internationally by AORN and International Federation of Perioperative Nurses 
Omaha System – on radar
ASPEN – project underway headed by Marisa Wilson and ASPEN. (ASPEN PIM is linear programming concepts)
ICF (International Classification of Functioning, Disability and Health) – project underway with ICN and WHO collaboration
NIC & NOC – not advanced to date
SNOMED-CT – technical work well advanced. Negotiation underway with IHTSDO
The linking of dx with intervention with outcomes needs to be done in the applications. National guidelines and recommendations can be used to build decision-support applications into information systems to assist nurses in making these linkages. On the other end, data that are collected (documented by nurses) need to be stored in a relational format (e.g. linking assessment, dx, interventions, and outcomes) to facilitate retrieval and reuse of data.
Siemens is integrating the CCC, as an interface terminology (for problems) and coding it to the ICNP as a reference terminology for nursing documentation and data repository. 
The ICN is working with the IHTSDO to map the ICNP catalogue content with SNOMED-CT. IHTSDO will establish an ICN Harmonization Board as a formal component of IHTSDO structure.

The ICNP should be part of the WHO Family of International Classification (FIC) after Nov 2008. The ICNP will continue to be maintained by the ICN. They are in the process of setting up harmonization of the ICNP with the ICF and then will move to harmonization with other WHO terminologies (e.g. International Classification of Primary Care Version 2 (ICPC-2)). In this endeavor they are also working with physicians and other health professions – promoting shared terminology. This is especially important as WHO moves forward with an initiative for an International Classification for Health Interventions (ICHI) (This has been accomplished – Dec 2, 2008)
NHS in Scotland developed a community nurse catalogue (pre-coordinated diagnoses and interventions) and the ICN is working with them to represent this content in the ICNP. NHS and ICN partnered to create a web-based tool for international review and validation of content by clinical experts. 
As far as I understand, when NANDA, NIC and NOC are integrated and used by a vendor, the hospital that buys the system must pay a royalty based on the number of nurses in the hospital who will be using it. This business model is too complex for ICN, the licensing model for ICNP charges the vendor a fee for a 2 year license (based on the vendor’s annual revenue) without user constraints (no limit on number of users or translations). 

Nurses in Portugal have written a set of requirements for nursing - Health Information Systems. These include implementing the ICNP using the ISO model. This effort is from their professional nursing organization. They have also encouraged the Health Ministry to make the ICNP the national nursing standard.

We need to push for harmonization of the existing terminologies within nursing and across other domains. 
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
